Provide basic First Aid as needed and report incidents promptly

Model the Scout Oath and Law in daily actions and interactions

Support other program areas and camp operations as assigned

Follow all policies and procedures outlined in the Camp Barstow Staff Handbook
Perform additional duties as assigned by Camp Barstow leadership

Must be at least 15 years of age

Ability to work outdoors in varying weather conditions

Willingness to actively walk long distances and perform moderate lifting
Ability to communicate clearly and confidently with youth and adults
Commitment to following all health and safety guidelines set by County, State,
